Big 
Timber features a school system which offers K-12, clinic, nursing home, Medical Assistance Facility, 
optometrist, dentist, car dealerships, barber and beauty shops, a quilt shop, churches, grocery and 
clothing stores, museums, art galleries, establishments offering fine food from the Frosty Freez to the 
nationally acclaimed "Grand Hotel", motels, bed and breakfasts, movie theater, bowling alley, golf 
course and a paved airport capable of facilitating most any private aircraft. Big Timber has much to 
offer as a small comfortable Montana town.
