Plenty of fishing sites
may be found along the Tongue and Yellowstone Rivers, and a number of reservoirs in the
Miles City area are also available for fishing. A variety of other recreational activities are avail-
able: tennis, golf, bowling, racquetball, movies and river floating.

BILLINGS: Located 78 miles to the east, Billings is the center of Montana's livestock indus-
try. The International Airport in Billings is presently serviced by 5 majors airlines. Billings has
two of the finest medical facilities in the northwest. Shopping, fine dining, theater and the arts
make Billings the true hub of Montana.
