RECREATION:

Additionally, there
is hunting and spectacular scenery
for trail riding and hiking. These
activities, along with high mountain
lake fishing or cross country skiing,
can be enjoyed in the 200,000+ acre
Gallatin National Forest, a short
distance south and west of the prop-
erty.



HISTORY:

It is not uncommon to find Native
American artifacts on Sundance due
to the number of Blackfeet and Crow
Indian tribes that had used this area
of the Crazy Mountains for hunting
and spiritual gatherings.

In 1990, and again in 1994, a number
of Crow Indians held a ceremonial
Sundance on this property. They cut
a Cottonwood tree along Big Timber
Creek (pictured to the right) and car-
ried it to the plateau (pictured below).
It was on this site that they participat-
ed in a three day Sundance ceremo-
ny. The remnants of that Sundance
tree can still be seen there today.
